Unemployment Insurance
As required by Section 3 (f) of Executive Order 13520 and according to the guidelines specified in section C (3) of Part III to Office of Management and Budget Circular A-123, Appendix C, the Department of Labor has identified the following number of individuals who received erroneous Unemployment Insurance (UI) payments in excess of $5,000 during fiscal year (FY) 2009.

Information on high-dollar overpayments is collected through Benefit Accuracy Measurement (BAM), which is a statistical survey of paid and denied UI claims.  During FY 2009, BAM completed audits for 21,952 paid claims.  BAM data are available only at the state level of reporting.  State UI Benefit Payment Control (BPC) units are responsible for identifying and recovering all UI overpayments.  These aggregated data on overpayment dollars established and recovered are reported by the states to the Department but do not identify specific individuals who received the UI benefits overpayments.
